Please select ‘Payments’ and then ‘Shop’ section in the ParentMail App. We appreciate this is a new 
booking format, using the ParentMail app is a convenient and user-friendly way to use ParentMail 
so we do urge you to download and use this app if you haven’t already.  Each family is allowed 2 
tickets per key stage and the ticket are £1 each.  The proceeds will go to Kettering Food Bank, as this 
charity directly benefits local families.  Sales will close on Tuesday 10th December at 9am. 
 
You may find the information below helpful: 
• Places will be booked through your child’s online ParentMail account only, no cash purchases. 
• If you have child/ren in KS1 you may only buy 2 places. This can be 1 place for each performance 
or 2 places for 1 performance. 
• If you have a child/ren in KS2 you may only buy 2 places. This can be 1 place for each performance 
or 2 places for 1 performance. 
If you have more than one child in a Key Stage, tickets will be allocated to the eldest child in that 
Key Stage. 
• A member of staff will be on the door with a list of who has made a booking, so there is no need 
for a physical ticket. 
• Everyone who attends must have a booked place, this is for fire safety. Additional adults and 
children without bookings will not be admitted. Please do not come to the school without a 
booking. 
• Babies / pre-school children will not be admitted. 
• A waiting list for spare places will be in operation, if you would like to go on the list, please email 
bursar@broughtonprimary.northants-ecl.gov.uk . These will be allocated after the 10th December 
when sales have closed.   
 
Evening Christmas Performances - Drop off and pick up information
