How the 2014-2015 PE and Sport Premium was spent:
· Working with specialist sports coaches to introduce additional sporting activities (tennis, tag rugby, athletics, swimming).

· Increasing participation opportunities.

· Running and participating in sporting competitions within the county and between local schools.

· Affiliation to local sports associations.

· Contributing to providing free swimming lessons for all children in both Year 2 and 3.

· Running before school clubs.

Evaluation:
During the 2014-2015 academic year the PE and Sports Premium funding was used to maintain and enhance the outstanding provision in PE and school sport.

Impact / Skill Levels:
P.E has been taught to all children from Years 1 to 6 which has enabled the children to acquire, develop and build upon the many key skills to a high level. As each year goes by, more and more children progress through the school displaying greater confidence in their own abilities and demonstrating sporting talents in a wide range of areas. Examples of sporting achievements and excellence since the introduction of the PE and Sports Premium include:

· One Year 6 pupil who, following success within the athletics events, has affiliated to a running club.
· One Year 6 pupil being spotted by Northampton Development coach in football.

· Two Year 4 pupils joined a local tennis club.

Participation: 
During the 2014/2015 academic year, 20 KS2 children 33% represented Broughton at sport. The vast majority of competitions exist for children in Years 5 and 6.  In addition to this all of Years 2 and 3 participated in swimming on a weekly basis, which rotated termly for each year group. Pleasingly, all children that participated completed their White Star swimming award and many went on to complete further grades, which we feel is an essential life skill.

Upper Key Stage Two children gained a lot of new skills and knowledge from working with a local Rugby Foundation Union coach, Doug Bridgman. The children thoroughly enjoyed his sessions and appreciated his expertise in this sport. This then led on to sizable Tag Rugby tournament which was held at Broughton Primary against other local schools.

A further noticeable success for Sports this year was with athletics, where we invited a lead Great Britain, Bill Boyd and 2 athletes, who have represented Great Britain to work with Years 5 & 6 all morning participating in events such as long and short distance running / shot put and javelin / long jump and triple jump. The children gained a lot from the experience and inspired a number of them to join local athletics clubs.

A further positive event which occurred this year was working with a local tennis coach, Jon Burrows, who delivered high quality coaching to Years 3 and 4 which then led onto a before school club. The children learnt many new skills and again inspired them to join local tennis clubs.
