How the 2016-2017 PE and Sport Premium was spent:
At Broughton, PE and sport are seen as playing a vitally important role in pupils’ development as rounded and physically active young people. This academic year we spent it on:

· Sports specialists in Tag Rugby.

· Sports Coaches used throughout the academic year, working with all year groups on a termly rotation. They delivered a wide range of units which included sports such as Real PE, cricket, dance and many more.  

Evaluation:
During the 2016-2017 academic year, the PE and Sports Premium funding was used to maintain and enhance the outstanding provision in PE and school sport.

Impact / Skill Levels:
P.E has been taught to all children from Years 1 to 6 which has enabled the children to acquire, develop and build upon the many key skills to a high level. As each year goes by, more and more children progress through the school displaying greater confidence in their own abilities and demonstrating sporting talents in a wide range of areas. Examples of sporting achievements and excellence since the introduction of the PE and Sports Premium include:

· One Year 6 pupil, who following success within the athletics events, has affiliated with a running club.

Participation: 
During the 2016/2017 academic year, 30 KS2 children (25%) represented Broughton at sport. The vast majority of competitions exist for children in Years 5 and 6. Upper Key Stage Two children gained a lot of new skills and knowledge from working with a local Rugby Foundation Union coach, Doug Bridgman. The children thoroughly enjoyed his sessions and appreciated his expertise in this sport. This led to a sizable Tag Rugby tournament which was held at Broughton Primary against other local schools.

KS1 really benefited and enjoyed the extra focus from Pacesetters and consequently joined before and after sports clubs to continue their interest in sports such as dodgeball and gymnastics.
